METER TECHNICIAN

DEFINITION 

Under general supervision, cleans, repairs, tests, and adjusts meters in the shop and field. Exclusive shop or field work may be required due to workload; however, normal duties are comprised of both shop and field work. Work includes repairs of 5/8" meters through 6-inch meters and larger. Repairs and tests both mechanical drive and magnetic drive, compound and turbine meters. Requires the disassembling, cleaning, repairing or replacing of working parts and reassembling and testing for accuracy. Minor repairs may include but not be limited to: disassembly of meters; exchange of registers and dials; replacement of broken or clouded meter glasses; replacement of broken reading lids and box covers. 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES 

The Meter Technician works closely with the Sr. Meter Technician in providing assistance in all facets of meter repair. Incumbents in this classification are trained to repair, clean, test and adjust all types of water meters. Individuals must be able to perform strenuous physical labor tasks. 

TYPICAL EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED 

1.
Locates buried meters by probing, digging or use of pipe locator. Digs out and reads meters. Sets meters and check valves when required. 

2.
Replaces defective registers, noting new readings, and entering on proper report forms. 

3.
Disassembles, inspects, cleans, makes minor repairs, and reassembles meters. 

4.
Uses a variety of methods and tools in cleaning meter cases, parts and accessories. Maintains chemical vats and tanks for cleaning and brightening meters. 

5.
Replaces broken, worn, or defective parts; may change meters in the field as required. 

6.
Sets meter boxes and covers, cleaning foreign matter from inside of box. 

7.
Assists in repairing meter leaks when necessary.

Uses hand tools and measuring instruments to check tolerances in making repairs. 

9. 
Tests various types and sizes of commercial and domestic water meters in the shop and field; keeps necessary records as required. 

10. 
Assists in keeping parts inventory. 

11.
Assists in scheduling and implementing a program for testing large meters in the field. 

12.
Completes reports on "locates" adjustments, and meter repairs. 

13.
Performs other related work as required. 

QUALIFICATIONS FOR EMPLOYMENT 

Education: 

Completion of twelfth grade or its equivalent. 

Experience: 

One year of work experience in a position requiring mechanical aptitudes and abilities. Familiarity with the operation and use of hand tools. 

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities: 

Ability to learn and successfully perform the practices and methods used in the maintenance and repair of water meters. Skill in operating power machines and using various hand tools in a safe manner. Ability to read meters, to understand and carry out written and oral instructions, to demonstrate above average mechanical ability and manual dexterity. 

Other Requirements: 

Willingness to work outside under a variety of climatic and geographic conditions. Must possess a California Driver's License and have a satisfactory driving record. Must be able to tactfully communicate with the general public. Must be able to satisfactorily complete reports and work accurately with basic arithmetic. Must be in good physical condition for doing strenuous outdoor work under a variety of climatic and geographic conditions. Must successfully pass a physical examination before employment with the District.
