MULTI-SKILLED EQUIPMENT OPERATOR

DEFINITION
Under general supervision, operates various pieces of equipment used in maintenance and construction work of a project or work area and to function as a Utility Worker while not operating equipment.

DISTINGUISHING CHARACTERISTICS

Positions within this classification are distinguished by their responsibility to perform Multi-Skilled Equipment Operator duties autonomously or with other staff as required.  

This classification operates and drives trucks, tractors, mowers, backhoes, boom truck, etc., singly, or as a member of a crew.  With proper training, operates individual pieces of equipment and floats between crews on an as needed basis.  The size and type of vehicle may vary widely.  Work involves loading and unloading tools, equipment, and materials at job sites, as well as towing heavy equipment.  Assists in placing and operating such equipment, when necessary.  Operates equipment as assigned or directed to accomplish work objectives.  Works as a Utility Worker while not operating equipment or as needed to accomplish work objectives.

SUPERVISION RECEIVED

Receives direct supervision from the assigned Crew Leader and other management staff.  

EXAMPLES OF ESSENTIAL DUTIES

1.  Drives a truck and flatbed trailer, or multiple axle equipment in transporting rollers and heavy loads of materials and supplies.  

2.  Gives direction, and assists in loading and unloading, and in arranging heavy loads to insure proper balance and security.  

3.  Operates winches, blocks, loader attachments, and other auxiliary mechanical equipment installed on the trucks for loading and unloading of heavy equipment and materials.

4.  Checks the type and quantity of items as they are loaded and unloaded for conformance with delivery instructions, obtaining receipts when they are required.

5.  Maintains equipment in efficient and safe operating condition by regularly checking on the operation of brakes and accessories, insuring adequate fuel and oil supply, keeping tires properly inflated, cleaning as required, checking the battery, making sure that the engine is properly warmed up before beginning operations, and making other similar service checks. Greases, changes oil and fuel filters, and otherwise services and lubricates the backhoe and related equipment as recommended by the manufacturer and others.

6.  Reports the need for mechanical repairs and adjustments.

7.  Operates equipment such as boom and dump trucks, tractors, backhoes, rollers, small cranes, mowers, and graders while minimizing wear and accidental damage in the accomplishment of assigned tasks.  Also operates tractors with attendant accessories to perform tilling, mowing and light grading operations.

8.  Performs duties of Utility Worker as assigned by Crew Leader when not operating equipment.  

9.  Keeps simple records and makes reports of time, location, deliveries made, special materials hauled, and similar data.  

10.  May be assigned to do minor fabrication and installation work which is fairly basic or routine in nature.

11.  Performs other related work as required.

MINIMUM QUALIFICATIONS

Knowledge of:

Working knowledge of the operation, use, limitations and service requirements of trucks, tractors, backhoes, boom trucks, mowers, rollers, ancillary equipment, and of the laws, ordinances, and safety regulations governing the operation of same, and compliance with such laws and regulations.  

Ability to:

Drive/operate carefully, smoothly, and without damage to equipment.  Ability to recognize hazardous conditions and to take necessary precautions, to detect motor, hydraulic system, or running gear troubles or other unsafe conditions of equipment, and to keep records and make accurate oral and written reports as required.  

Education and Experience

Candidates must have completed the 12th grade or its equivalent.  At the time of appointment must have a minimum one-year experience operating/driving Class A dump trucks, backhoes, boom trucks, and pulling trailers.  Within three months after receiving initial training, must be able to operate mowers, graders, small cranes, and other ancillary equipment.

Physical Demands

Work is performed outside in all types of weather.  The position requires the ability to talk, listen, stoop, climb, kneel, reach, sit, stand, move, observe, and engage in repetitive motions.  This position requires routine lifting or moving up to 60 pounds and periodic moving or lifting of 90-pound jackhammer. 

Other Requirements

Must possess a valid California Class “A” Driver’s License and have a satisfactory driving record.  Must be in good physical condition and be able to do strenuous physical labor.  Must successfully pass a pre-employment examination before employment with the District.
