SENIOR EQUIPMENT OPERATOR

DEFINITION 

Operates, adjusts, maintains, and repairs all equipment used in the maintenance and operations of the canal and right-of-way; includes the fabrication and installation of small canal structures and special tooling as required. 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES 

Under general supervision, an employee in this classification must perform assignments which include the operation of power equipment, including cranes and graders. The operator is also responsible for minor maintenance and servicing of all assigned equipment, including fueling, lubrication, changing rigging, making field repairs and adjustments. This employee may also fabricate and install small structures such as trash racks, safety railings and platforms, slidegates, screens, ladders, etc., as required. 

TYPICAL EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED 

1. Operates construction equipment and farm implements such as crane and grader.

2. Grades and shapes operating roads, drains, banks, brow ditches, cleans and shapes canal prisms.

3. Fabricates and installs small canal structures as required (e.g. trash racks, safety railings, and walks, etc.)

4. Rigs, lists, loads, and places pipe, timbers, pumps, canal structures, racks, platforms, water-propelled scrapers, etc.

5. Loads and places fill material for canal repairs and reinforcement.

6. Maintain safe-operating conditions at all times to protect workers from injury and property from damage.

7. Makes operating adjustments and minor repairs to equipment in the field and makes periodic reports on the condition of operating equipment for preventive maintenance work.

8. May be required to drive a truck trailer to transport equipment or supplies.

9. Performs other related work as required. 

QUALIFICATTONS FOR EMPLOYMENT 

Education: 

Completion of twelfth grade or its equivalent. 

Experience:

Minimum two year's employment in work involving the regular operation of heavy work equipment. 

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:

Working knowledge of the operation, work methods, and limitations of heavy construction equipment of the type indicated, of safe work pratices; and of those sections of the California Vehicle Code and Construction Safety Orders pertaining to the operation and transportation of such equipment. General knowledge of the service requirements of diesel engines and heavy construction equipment.  Ability to operate heavy construction equipment in a safe and efficient manner. 

Other Requirements: 

Must possess a California Class One Driver's License, with a satisfactory driving record.  Good physical condition for doing strenuous outdoor work, and must be able to pass a physical examination before employment with the District. Work outside of normal working hours may be required.
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
