UTILITY WORKER

DEFINITION 

Under close supervision, performs a variety of unskilled, skilled and semi-skilled tasks required in the installation, repair and maintenance of facilities generally within the boundaries of the District. 

DISTINGUISHING FEATURES 

The duties of this classification involve work which is physical in nature and requires familiarity with general laborer tasks.  Some independent judgment and initiative is required. A Utility Worker may be required to operate some types of mobile and general construction equipment and vehicles, may work alone or as a member of a crew. 

TYPICAL EXAMPLES OF WORK PERFORMED 

1.
Performs pick and shovel work; skilled and semi-skilled work in repairing and installing service system facilities such as water services, mains, hydrants, etc. 

2.
Operates and works with various air, electric, gasoline and hydraulic powered equipment such as compressors, jack hammers, generators, pumps, tampers, pipe cutters, saws, boring machines, tapping machines, chipping guns, etc. 

3. 
Drives trucks hauling supplies, materials, gravel, dirt, and spoil. May be required to load trucks with backhoe front end loader. 

4. Performs cutting and welding operations. 

5. Repairs damaged sewers and drains. 

6.   
Pours and caulks lead joints; makes soldered connections; and installs many different types of water industrial connections such as mechanical joints, flanged joints, solvent weld joints, flared joints, ring tight joints, etc. 

7.   
Makes repairs to concrete and asphalt sidewalks, driveways, curbs, gutters, and street. 

8.
Installs shoring materials in excavated areas. 

9.   
Interprets Cal-grid maps, street atlases, standard detail drawings, etc.  

10. Performs other related work, as required.

QUALIFICATIONS FOR EMPLOYMENT

Education:

Completion of the twelfth grade or its equivalent. 

Experience:  

Six months of employment in laboring work which has provided some familiarity with the operation and uses of light construction equipment, and/or hand and power tools common to a mechanical, metal or building trade. Relevant experience may be substituted for education, up to two years. 

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:

General knowledge of the identification, use and operation of light construction equipment and common construction hand and power tools. 

Ability to perform physical work requiring manual dexterity, agility, physical coordination; to read, write, and speak English; to perform simple arithmetic; to understand and carry out verbal or written instructions; drive a vehicle with a manual transmission; and perform all work in a safe manner. 

Must be able to tactfully communicate with the general public. 

Other Requirements: 

Must successfully pass a physical examination before employment with the District; have a valid California driver's license and a satisfactory driving record. 

Stand-by, and work outside of normal working hours may be required. 

Must be in good physical condition for doing strenuous outdoor work under a variety of climatic and geographic conditions. 
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
